The Permanent Diaconate 
 
 

St. Paul in his first letter to Timothy, 
reminds us that “those who serve well as 
deacons gain good standing and much 
confidence in their faith in Christ Jesus.”  
It was for serious pastoral and theological 
reasons that the Council reestablished 
the Order of Deacons as a permanent 
rank in the hierarchy of the Church.  
(National Directory #17) Contrary to what 
many believe, the restoration of the 
Permanent Diaconate by the Vatican II 
Council was not due to a shortage of 
priests, it was due to a shortage of 
deacons!  The ministry of the deacon is in 
the threefold diakonia (or service) of the 
word, of the liturgy and of charity.   
 

In the Ministry of Word, “The deacon 
participates as an evangelizer and 
teacher in the Church’s mission of 
heralding the word. In the liturgy of the 
word, especially in the Eucharist or in 
those liturgies where he is the presiding 
minister, the deacon proclaims the 
Gospel and may preach.” (National 
Directory #31) 
 

In The Ministry of Liturgy, “The deacon is 
a visible, grace-filled sign of the integral 
connection between sharing at the Lord’s 
Eucharistic table and serving the many 
hungers felt so keenly by all God’s 
Children.  (National Directory # 33) 
 

The Ministry of Charity, “Is most 
characteristic of the deacon...with sacred 
ordination, the deacon is constituted a 
living icon of Christ the servant within the 
Church.  (National Directory # 3) 
 

Strengthened by sacramental grace, 
deacons are dedicated to the people of 
God, in conjunction with the bishop and 
his body of priests, in a service of the 
liturgy, of the word and of charity.  
(National Directory #34).  In this role, the 
deacon is the living Icon of Christ the 
Servant and is to live a life exemplified by 
the charge he receives from his bishop at 
Ordination, “Receive the Gospel of Christ, 
whose herald you have become; believe 
what you read, teach what you believe 
and practice what you teach.

Today’s Gospel Reflection 
 
Read Sunday’s gospel: Mark 1:14–20  
 
Reflection for Families 
 
It is an awesome responsibility to have 
authority over another person. Our very use of 
that authority has the potential of lifting people 
up or tearing them down. The greatest 
responsibility we have rests in the authority 
we have over our children. The words we 
choose, the tone of voice we use to speak to 
them and the actions our children see us take, 
relate to them the authority Jesus has over us. 
It’s often a sobering experience to think back 
over the day and recall what kind of witness 
we’ve been for Jesus. Our hope is that we can 
try again tomorrow.
