This week John Boyle shares a meditation on his 
trip to Kingston: 
 

 Poverty is not a problem to be solved.  It is 
a beautiful mystery to be contemplated and 
offered up to God. Our La Salette priests give us 
the Body and Blood of Jesus present in the 
accidents of bread and wine.  The Eucharist gives 
us the strength to go out and be Christ and to 
share ourselves as Eucharist with others. 
 The love and joy we feel and give and are 
given by the residents in Kingston is the measure 
of how Christ’s love sustains us and strengthens 
us to give love and joy to those others we find in 
the most difficult of circumstances.  When we give 
with love and joy we get a glimpse of Heaven.  
We see the face of Christ in the men and women 
and children and infants who cling to us, or take 
our hand, or follow us from room to room.   They 
are Christ! We are Christ! They love us totally for 
an hour or two while we are with them.  The 
Brothers at the apostolates tell us that the 
residents are grateful to us for coming.  For just 
showing up!  We bring gifts – toothbrushes, tee-
shirts, medicines, etc. – but these gifts are nothing 
to the gift of unconditional love we receive from 
the poor and marginalized. 
 So we rejoice in the poverty of the poor all 
over the world.  We can’t solve their poverty.  That 
is not our mission.  Instead, by our outpouring of 
love and the truly human faces of the poor loving 
us back – more fiercely perhaps than ever before, 
except for God’s love for us – we are filled with 
the “indwelling of the Holy Spirit.”  We are given 
and give the Body and Blood of our Lord Jesus 
Christ. This is a holy moment. This is Eucharist. 
This is sacrament.  This is “the outward sign of 
inward grace ordained by Jesus Christ.” 
 Jesus said, “The poor will always be with 
you.”  Who are the poor?  Are they the broken, 
hungry, naked, unwashed bodies and souls we 
work with for a few days in Kingston?  Or are the 
poor those of us who step back in horror, and 
disbelief, and disgust at what we experience and 
say, “I can’t do it,” and then step forward with 
Christ beside us and do it anyway?
