Dear Parishioners, 
 Beginning this Sunday the La Salette Missionaries of North America 
will be hosting the meeting of the General Chapter of the Congregation of 
the Missionaries of Our Lady of La Salette. A General Chapter is convoked 
every six years to evaluate the present situation of our religious 
congregation and to set direction for the featuring of our religious charism 
and mission in the Church. During the General Chapter the 36 elected 
delegates from the provinces and regions of the Congregation elect the 
Superior General and the members of his Council who serve in the 
leadership of the Congregation over the next six years.  

 This Chapter is an historic moment in the Congregation because it is the first time a 
General Chapter is being held in the United States. The meeting will take place in 
Willimantic, CT from April 16 to May 4, 2012. It is also historic that three of the elected 
delegates come from St. Thomas the Apostle. Fr. Pedro Chingandu, M.S. was elected by 
his brothers from Angola; Fr. Andrews Kollannoor, M.S. was elected by his community in 
India; and I am one of the delegates elected by our North American Province. Please pray 
for the success of this important meeting and for the guidance of the Holy Spirit. 
 The day to day ministry here in the parish will be wonderfully attended to by Fr. Paul 
Rainville, M.S., Fr. Gene Barrette, M.S., and by Fr. Jaime Molina, M.N.M. Another priest 
from the Missionaries of the Nativity of Mary, Fr. José de Jesús Hernández Alvarez, will 
also be assisting in ministry over this period. Our Parish Mission will also be taking place 
later this month and Fr. William Jarema will preach on the weekend of April 24/25 and lead 
the mission on the three following days. (See Page 4 for Parish Mission topics.) 
 During this Easter season may we be like the disciples on the road to Emmaus who 
walked along with the Risen Jesus who led them to a deeper experience of faith in Christ 
who is our hope. The three of us will be back to St. Thomas the Apostle to celebrate First 
Holy Communions in May!

Today’s Gospel Reflection 
 
Read Sunday’s gospel, John 20:19-31. 
 
Reflection for Families 
 
Our children often come to us frightened 
about one thing or another. It is our job to 
calm their fears and generally we do a pretty 
good job. But sometimes, our doubts or 
concerns are the same as theirs. When this 
happens, we’re not always sure how to 
answer them. And after reading today’s 
gospel, we may think that our faith is not 
strong enough. But doubt does not 
necessarily mean a lack of faith. Sometimes 
the best thing we can do is tell our children 
that we wonder about the same things they do 
and then together think about how our faith 
helps us answer the concern. Generally, these 
conversations revolve around a serious illness 
or death in the family and what happens when 
we die. It’s not “lack of faith” that causes us to 
not know. It is a lack of knowledge because, 
it’s true, none of us knows exactly. 
 
Bringing the Gospel into Your Family 
 
Since this gospel passage reminds us that the 
Church received the power to forgive our sins, 
this might be a good time to talk about 
reconciliation as a family and how receiving 
forgiveness–from one another or through the 
Sacrament of Reconciliation, helps us heal 
and grow. If your family did not celebrate the 
sacrament during Lent, this might be a good 
time to go to Reconciliation as a family.
