 The Ascension of the Lord/ La Ascensión del Señor 

Dear Friends, 
 As you know, along with Fr. Andrews Kollannnoor and Fr. Pedro Chingandu, I 
recently attended the 31st General Chapter of the Missionaries of Our Lady of La 
Salette held in Willimantic, Ct. The General Chapter is held every six years and 
brings together the  Major Superiors and elected representatives of every province 
and region of the Congregation of the Missionaries of Our Lady of La Salette to 
evaluate the mission of our religious congregation in today’s world and discern the 
direction and vision for our future ministry. Significantly, this was the first time in the 
history of our Congregation that the General Chapter was held here in the United 
States. This was the second General Chapter attended by Fr. Pedro and Fr. 
Andrews, and my fifth time to be part of this historic meeting.  
 “May all be one for the mission of reconciliation” was the designated theme of 
the General Chapter which was prepared by a planning committee composed of 
young members of the Congregation. It was noted that of the 35 delegates to the 
Chapter, 13 of the delegates were attending the General Chapter for the first time. 
The Chapter was oriented to look towards the future with faith and hope, especially 
through the eyes of our younger members.  
 In the opening days of the Chapter we worked to develop a Vision Statement 
which formed basis of our work together during the Chapter: 
 “We are a Christ-centered community committed to the ministry of 
reconciliation with the laity as a living out of the event and the message of the 
apparition of Our Lady of La Salette.” 
 “Attentive to the voice of God who speaks through the signs of the times, our 
life and mission are lived out in the light of the option for the poor and the demands 
of justice and peace.” 
 “Enriched by our multi-cultural diversity, through collaboration and solidarity 
among  provinces and regions and manifested in intercultural living and work 
situations, we move beyond the limitations of Provinces and Regions. Our 
community life and shared leadership are based on dialogue, discernment, sincerity 
and the active participation of all.” 
 This international gathering of La Salettes from around the world was marked 
by powerful multicultural experiences and celebrated the rich diversity that exists 
among us in culture and language. Throughout the three weeks I was often 
reminded of what we experience and celebrate here at St. Thomas the Apostle in 
terms of our own rich diversity that is among us. 
 The vision became incarnate in the decisions that were made: to recognize 
the mission in Angola as a canonical province;  to pledge support of our new 
missionary outreach in Haiti; to work towards the unification of the polish and Swiss 
Provinces; to explore a possible La Salette mission in Algeria so as witness the 
gospel in a Muslim world; to explore our La Salette charism and spirituality and 
enhance our commitment to justice and peace through actions of reconciliation; to 
create a deeper commitment to the laity in the Church by inviting them to partners 
with us in our life and mission.  
 Our Lady of La Salette, Reconciler of Sinners, pray without ceasing for us 
who have recourse to you.

Read Sunday’s gospel, Mark 16:15-20. 
 
Reflection for Families 
 
There is an expression, “preaching to the 
choir.” It is easy to preach to the choir 
because they already believe in the Good 
News and share our faith. The challenge for 
us as parents who live as disciples and teach 
our children that they too are disciples comes 
when we meet people that are not “in the 
choir.” Do we sometimes give up or turn away 
from our commission to carry the Good News 
to all people?

After reading this gospel with your family, ask 
each member to choose a word that most 
makes an impression on him/her. Once all 
members have has shared their word, have 
them explain how they see that word alive in 
the world today, in their own actions, or in 
actions they think would make the world a 
better place.
