This week Tom Jablonski tells us about his trip: 
 

My 5-day trip wasn’t much in the grand scheme of 
things, but it provided a respite for the brothers, a 
change in routine for the residents, and allowed me to 
help in some way.  It may be the hardest thing I have 
done in my life, because of my anxiety (and fear) of 
being a caregiver to men, women, children, and babies 
with the severe physical and mental disabilities, and 
being in one of the poorest countries in the western 
hemisphere. 
My fears were dispelled by several people I met.  
Alexander was about 12 years old, could not talk, and 
was mentally retarded.  I sat down and talked to him.  I 
remembered I had washed his face earlier. He picked up 
my hand and laid his face in my palm. I wasn’t sure what 
he was up to.  He just rested his head on my hand for 
several minutes.  I knew he couldn’t understand me, but 
he loved the feel of my hand on his face. 
There were other people who helped me overcome my 
fears and anxieties. I benefited from their love when they 
touched me, looked at me, and even try to talk with me. I 
benefited spiritually for trying, if not always 
successfully, to serve God’s children.  Thanks for your 
thoughts and prayers.  They helped me greatly.

Entre 
ellos, Alexander, de aproximadamente 12 años, quien no 
podía hablar y era retardado mental. Me senté a 
hablarle. Recuerdo haberle lavado la cara temprano. El 
tomó mi mano y la acercó a su rostro. Yo no estaba 
seguro de lo que él trataba de hacer. Simplemente 
descansó su cabeza en mis manos por varios minutos. Sé 
que él no podía entenderme, pero le gustaba sentir mi 
mano en su rostro. 
Hubo muchas otras personas que me ayudaron a vencer 
mis miedos y ansiedades. Me beneficié de su amor 
cuando me tocaron, me miraron, o intentaron hablar 
conmigo. Yo me beneficié espiritualmente al intentar, no 
siempre exitosamente, de servir a estos hijos de Dios. 
Gracias por sus oraciones. Me ayudaron muchísimo.
