One of the elements of the Good Friday liturgy is the veneration of the cross. 
Every Catholic home should have a cross or a crucifix prominently displayed. 
This week, gather around a crucifix. Pray together the prayer from the liturgy: 
“Behold the wood of the Cross, on which hung the salvation of the world. 
Come let us adore.” If possible, pass the crucifix from one family member to 
the next. Each family member can then gently kiss the crucifix. Then, repeat 
the prayer.
