While feeding a grown man 
who had no ability to care for 
himself I found myself 
praying for courage, strength 
and peace to carry on.

—lifting a spoon— that I 
realized there was more to 
my purpose in being here. 
Simply taking the time to 
listen, to sit with or simply 
hold someone’s hand for a 
brief moment, meant more 
than I could have ever 
realized, both for them and 
myself.   
 
I entered believing my 
purpose was to help the 
Brothers with their duties; but 
left with a sense of gratitude 
and humbleness in knowing 
that I had touched others’ 
lives in ways I did not even 
know I could.
