Read Sunday’s gospel, John 12:20-33. 
 
Reflection for Families 
One of the most valuable lessons we can 
teach our children is how to let go, because no 
matter how much we want things to remain 
the same, we know that change is a constant 
part of living. We can heal ourselves and help 
our children at the same time when we make 
a conscious effort to find the “silver lining” in 
every dark cloud. Only when we show our 
children that something good came from 
something that at first seems completely 
awful, will they understand that something 
must die before something new can grow. 
Many expressions such as silver linings and 
closing doors followed by opening windows, 
explain this concept; but nothing gives it 
meaning like the examples from our own lives. 
 
Bringing the Gospel into Your Family 
Perhaps someone in your family or someone 
your family knows donated an organ when 
they died. This is a beautiful opportunity to 
help youngsters and adults alike find the good 
from something that was at first hard to 
accept. If your family is not familiar with organ 
donation, this might be a good time to learn 
how members might make provisions to 
donate their own organs. 
 
Discussion Starters 
 When people have no hope, they cannot 

see that the death of a seed brings about 
new life. One time I felt hopeless about 
something, but looking back on it, I see new 
life when…  
 Someone who has always shown me how 

seeds grow in my life is... He/she has 
shown me by…  
 I clearly saw new life growing from
