A s of this week, the pledges made 
to our Moving Forward in Hope 

(MFIH) Campaign stand at $3,162,000 a 
total that continues to fluctuate slightly 
with pledges being added and some 
pledges being reduced by parishioners 
who move out of the parish. These 
updates are posted weekly in the parish 
bulletin, on Page 2. Of the total amount 
pledged, we have thus far received 
payments of $937,000. With our goal for 
our building campaign at $5,000,000, it is 
important to point out that in order to 
commence construction of a new church, 
we must have collected at least one half of 
the stated goal, an amount of $2,500,000 
as well as pay down any debt to the 
Archdiocese that remains from shortfalls in 
required assessment payments. We have 
fallen far behind within the last year in 
these assessed payments due to a 
continual shortfall in our weekly offertory 
as is reflected in our parish bulletin each 
week. 
 
 Recently, the MFIH committee met to 
discuss where we are and how we might 
continue to move forward with this vital 
campaign to build a new church. The 
committee discussed a program to help 
parishioners develop a deeper relationship 
with the Lord, whether through 
Evangelization Retreats, follow-up efforts 
based upon the results of our Gallup 
survey and related stewardship efforts to 

name a few options. We feel the more 
faithful we are, the more we will be willing 
to support God’s work in our parish 
community, including the need for more 
space which would be substantially 
addressed with the building of a new 
church. In May, 2012 we plan to 
reintroduce the sale of Memorial Garden 
bricks. Each brick sells for $200. With 
9,832 bricks still remaining to be 
purchased, there is a potential for 
$1,960,000 toward the campaign. In the 
near future a letter from our pastor will be 
sent out to those who have not yet 
pledged, appealing to their sacrificial 
giving possibilities to further help the 
campaign. We need everyone who can to 
participate in this most important endeavor 
of our parish.  
 
 In addition, there has been continued 
activity to acquire the home adjacent to 
the church. We have presented an offer 
that to date has not been accepted. Also, 
we are in the process of acquiring 
additional land adjacent to the rear parking 
lot for more parking which is needed at 
some weekend masses.

Today’s Gospel Reflection 
 
Read Sunday’s gospel, John 20:19-31. 
 
Reflection for Families 
 
Our children often come to us frightened 
about one thing or another. It is our job to 
calm their fears and generally we do a pretty 
good job. But sometimes, our doubts or 
concerns are the same as theirs. When this 
happens, we’re not always sure how to 
answer them. And after reading today’s 
gospel, we may think that our faith is not 
strong enough. But doubt does not 
necessarily mean a lack of faith. Sometimes 
the best thing we can do is tell our children 
that we wonder about the same things they do 
and then together think about how our faith 
helps us answer the concern. Generally, these 
conversations revolve around a serious illness 
or death in the family and what happens when 
we die. It’s not “lack of faith” that causes us to 
not know. It is a lack of knowledge because, 
it’s true, none of us knows exactly. 
 
Bringing the Gospel into Your Family 
 
Since this gospel passage reminds us that the 
Church received the power to forgive our sins, 
this might be a good time to talk about 
reconciliation as a family and how receiving 
forgiveness–from one another or through the 
Sacrament of Reconciliation, helps us heal 
and grow. If your family did not celebrate the 
sacrament during Lent, this might be a good 
time to go to Reconciliation as a family.
