As it was announced last weekend, the 
Provincial Superior of the Missionaries 
of La Salette has named Fr. Brian R. 
Sheridan, M.S. as Pastor of  
St. Thomas the Apostle, in Smyrna, 
effective January 3, 2013.   

Fr. Brian was born in East Hartford, CT in 1954. He 
professed First Vows as a La Salette Missionary on 
September 19, 1981, at Our Lady of Sorrows Church in 
Hartford, CT. He was ordained a Priest by Most Rev. 
Alfred Hughes on May 28, 1983, in Ipswich, MA. 
  

He has served in a number of parishes, including St. 
Ann in Marietta, GA. Following the call to serve the 
foreign missions he was sent to Argentina where he 
served in Clodomira, Santiago del Estero. He returned 
to the U.S. in 1992 to become Director of the La 
Salette Mission Office in Hartford, CT. He served as 
Shrine Director in Altamont, N.Y. before becoming 
Pastor of Good Shepherd Parish in Orlando, FL. His 
most recent assignment was as Pastor at Our Lady of 
Sorrows, Hartford, CT.

Today’s Gospel: 
Luke 3:1-6 
 
Reflection for Families 
Parents we are the most influential messengers in the lives of 
their children. Like John, without letting up, parents must keep 
sending the message and pointing to the way of Jesus. When 
they see that their children are creating “bumps” in their road 
(or maybe someone is creating bumps for them!), parents are 
obligated to show them a way to smooth the path. 
Children look to their parents as models and they often imitate 
their behavior. Parents’ actions should reflect the things they 
tell their children. This Gospel reminds us that seeking for-
giveness from God and one another is most certainly an im-
portant step in making a straight path. 
 
Bringing the Gospel into Your Family 
Recall as many places as you can where the roads have been 
steep uphills or downhills with hairpin turns or winter roads 
filled with pot holes or snow and ice. Perhaps you have driven 
the long, straight roads of the mid-west. How are these roads 
like our lives or the lives of some people you know? 
Have members of the family name times and events in their 
lives that are like some of the roads you describe. Suggest ways 
that these roads are like our path to Jesus. What are some things 
we can do individually or as a family to clear some of the 
treacherous obstacles and make the road straight and smooth? 
What can we do to help one another accomplish this goal? 
 
Discussion Starters 
1. My life is an announcement. One thing my actions an-

nounce is . . . 
2. A person in my life who helps me straighten my path is . . . 

when they . . . 
3. One way I will help lead someone to Jesus this Advent sea-

son is by . . . 

The Lord is my light and my salvation;  
whom should I fear? . . .

watch over your people, 
who come to you in 
confidence.  
 
Strengthen the hearts of 
those who hope in you.  
Give courage to those 
who falter because of 
their failures.  
 
In this holy season of 
Advent, lead them closer 
to you in hope, by the 
power of your  
Holy Spirit.   
 
May they one day 
proclaim your saving  
acts of kindness in your 
eternal kingdom.  
Amen.
