As it was announced last weekend, the 
Provincial Superior of the Missionaries 
of La Salette has named Fr. Brian R. 
Sheridan, M.S. as Pastor of  
St. Thomas the Apostle, in Smyrna, 
effective January 3, 2013.   

Fr. Brian was born in East Hartford, CT in 1954. He 
professed First Vows as a La Salette Missionary on 
September 19, 1981, at Our Lady of Sorrows Church in 
Hartford, CT. He was ordained a Priest by Most Rev. 
Alfred Hughes on May 28, 1983, in Ipswich, MA. 
  

He has served in a number of parishes, including St. 
Ann in Marietta, GA. Following the call to serve the 
foreign missions he was sent to Argentina where he 
served in Clodomira, Santiago del Estero. He returned 
to the U.S. in 1992 to become Director of the La 
Salette Mission Office in Hartford, CT. He served as 
Shrine Director in Altamont, N.Y. before becoming 
Pastor of Good Shepherd Parish in Orlando, FL. His 
most recent assignment was as Pastor at Our Lady of 
Sorrows, Hartford, CT.

Today’s Gospel: 
Luke 1:39-44 
 
Reflection for Families 
Mary models true discipleship for us. She doesn’t understand 
some things, but accepts God’s plan for her. In her selflessness, 
she went to visit her cousin. 
Most of us have some questions we’d like to ask God—things 
we don’t understand and wonder how God could allow them to 
happen. Mary helps us know that God’s ways are not always 
our ways and that if we have faith, trust, and patience, we will 
see God’s plan unfold for us and our families. 
 
Bringing the Gospel into Your Family 
Plan a family visit to a friend or relative who hasn’t seen you in 
a while. Make it a cheerful visit by taking them a special treat 
or gift (it doesn’t need to cost much money—just be significant 
to the person you visit). 
When you visit, try to let the person tell you as much about his/
her life as they can and not talk about your own circumstances 
unless the person you’re visiting really presses you to do so. In 
other words, let the attention be on the person you visit.

1. Just as the Spirit worked through Mary, I am open to the 

Spirit by …  
2. One of the most significant women in my life is …  
3. I remember a time when I had some really good news to 

share. The first person I went to (or called) was …  

O Emmanuel, our King and Lawgiver,   
the Expected of the nations and their Savior.  

Come and save us, O Lord our God. 

Heavenly Father, 
let my heart leap  
for joy  
as I rejoice  
in the events  
surrounding the 
Incarnation. 
 
Protect me  
from losing a sense of 
perspective 
and being overwhelmed 
by the detail of 
preparations.
