T he annual blessing of throats is a 
traditional sign of the struggle against 
illness in the life of the Christian. 

This blessing is ordinarily given during Mass 
or a celebration of the word of 
God on the memorial of Saint 
Blase. 
 

Saint Blase was the bishop of 
Sebaste in Armenia during the 
fourth century. He was a 
physician before becoming a 
bishop. He was reputed to 
have miraculously cured a 
little boy who nearly died 
because of a fishbone in his 
throat. From the eighth 
century he has been invoked 
on behalf of the sick, 
especially those afflicted with 
illnesses of the throat. 
 

All parishioners are invited to join us this 
Saturday, February 2nd (Feast of the 
Presentation of the Lord) at 10:00 a.m. in the 
Main Sanctuary for the Mass and Blessing of 
the Throats.

Reflection for Families
