 Pouring of cement for the new configurations designed for the Altar, Ambo, Pews, etc.  
 Installation of new oak pews (no upholstery for greater cleanliness and sanitary reasons.) 
 The flooring in the Commons will be replaced with carpet  
 The Main Sanctuary will have an all tile porcelain floor.   
 New light fixtures for LED lights will be installed.  This will be a big help to lower our electric bills.
