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Novena to Our Lady of La Salette 
 
On Saturday, September 19, 1846, a beautiful clear autumn day, the Virgin 
Mary appeared to Maximin Giraud, age 11, and Melanie Mathieu, age 14, on a 
mountain near the town of La Salette, some 6,000 feet high in the French 
Alps. The two children had first met the day before while tending cows in the 
slopes. They saw a very bright light blazing over the rocks. The radiance 
parted and revealed a woman seated on the stones, her elbows on her knees 
and her face buried in her hands. They realized at once that she was weeping. 
They were frightened, but the Lady rose and reassured them: "Come Near, 
My children. Do not be Afraid…I am here to tell you Great news…"  
They hurried to her side and with rapt attention the children listened to the 
Beautiful Lady.

If I would not have my son abandon you I am compelled to 
pray to Him without ceasing. And, as for you, you take no heed of it." 
  

Sunday, September 13th at all Masses - Novena after Mass 
"I have given six days to work. I have reserved the seventh day for myself and they will not grant it to 
me…And furthermore, those who drive the carts cannot swear without using the Name of my Son…" 
 

Monday, September 14th: Rosary at 11:15 a.m.—English Mass at 12 Noon - Novena after Mass 
"If the harvest spoils you need only blame yourselves. I gave you fair warning last year…but you 
ignored the sign! On the contrary, you swore…the others will do penance by the famine!" 
 

Tuesday, September 15th: Rosary at 11:15 a.m.—English Mass at 12 Noon - Novena after Mass 
"If they converted, the stones and rocks will become heaps of wheat…" 
 

Wednesday, September 16th: Rosary at 6:15 p.m.—English Mass at 7:00 p.m. Novena after Mass 
"…You must pray well, my children, morning and night…they only go to mass to make a mockery of 
religion…During Lent, they go to the butcher shop like dogs." 
 

Thursday, September 17th: Triduum begins 
Outdoor Rosary and procession at 6:15 p.m.  English Mass at 7:00 p.m. Novena after Mass 

"But you, Maximin, your father gave you a piece of bread saying: 'Here, my child, eat of this bread 
again this year, for I don't know who will eat of it next year if it continues to spoil this way'..." 
 

Friday, September 18th Rosary at 11:15 a.m.—English Mass at 12 Noon - Novena after Mass 
"Well, my children, you will make this known to all my people!" 
 

The Missionaries of La Salette are a Catholic Religious Community, founded in the apparition of our 
Blessed Lady to two children in the small village of La Salette in the French Alps on September 19, 1846. 

Her message imbues and inspires their life and mission.  
The missionaries devote themselves to the charism or special mission of reconciliation.  

Their congregation numbers about 800 priests and brothers serving in over 27 countries around the world.  
A community of La Salette sisters also serves in many countries.
