T 
he Archbishop of Atlanta designated 
seven church buildings as locations for 
the Holy Doors of Mercy. 
  These seven designated Holy Doors 

of Mercy will be opened on either a Feast Day 
or a Solemnity by one of our Bishops (see in-
set on the right.) 
  A holy door or porta sancta was first used in 
the fifteenth century as a ritualis-
tic expression of conversion. Pil-
grims and penitents pass 
through a Holy Door as a gesture 
of leaving the past behind and 
crossing the threshold from sin 
to grace, from slavery to free-
dom, and from darkness to light. 
Even today these rituals are as-
sociated with prayer, pilgrimage, 
sacrifice, confession, and indul-
gences. 
  The Holy Door only finds mean-
ing when the believer associates 
the door with Christ. Jesus is the 
Door!  
  It is fitting that a Holy Door be 
situated within a church building. 
The door of the Church is the 
ianua ecclesia – “the silent wit-
ness to all the moments of our 
lives.”(United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, 
About the Jubilee Door, 1999). 

    
Where’s the [unofficial]  
Door of Mercy at Saint 
Thomas the Apostle Parish? 
  On December 8, 2015, Father 
Brian Sheridan, as Pastor of 
Saint Thomas the Apostle Parish, 
announced that its Door of Mer-
cy is the door going into the Rec-
onciliation Room (off the chapel 
of Our Lady of Guadalupe, patroness of the 
Americas.)  This door is one that the penitent 
passes through to seek the Forgiveness and 
Mercy of God in the Sacrament of Reconcilia-
tion.  Within that room is a life-sized image of 
Jesus as the Lord of Divine Mercy.
