O ne of my greatest 
dreams in life has 
always been to do 

missionary work. When I 
finally received my U.S. 
residency, I knew the first 
thing I wanted to do was join 
the mission trip to Kingston, 
Jamaica. I was eager to help, 
to serve others, and make a 
difference in their lives; little 
did I know they would be the 
ones changing mine.  
When I arrived at the 
Bethlehem children’s center I 
was surprised to see how 
much the children yearned to 
be carried. The first little boy I 
picked up, Bob, embraced me 
in a tight hug and started 
showering me with kisses. I 
was taken aback by the 
sincerity of his embrace, he 
was greeting me as if we were 
best friends.  
 
He didn’t stop to ask who I 
was, what titles I had, or judge 
what clothes I wore. Bob loved 
me for me, for who I was as a 
person. He expressed his 
affection so effortlessly. 
Something I had so much 
trouble doing. I would tell my 
friends and family I loved 
them, but I rarely expressed it 
physically like he did.  

During meal time I was 
helping feed another little boy 
named Samuel. I expected 
having to nag him to eat his 
food, like my sisters back 
home, but that was not the 
case. Samuel didn’t even 
inspect the food I was giving 
him but happily gobbled 
everything on the spoon. 
Another little boy saw 
Samuel’s food and stared at it 
wanting. The little boy had 
mucus smeared all over his 
face and his strong scent

I told him to wait until 
his turn came, this was 
Samuel’s food, but his would 
come soon. However, Samuel 
would not have it. He 
understood his friend was 
hungry and urged me to feed 
him now. He didn’t care that 
his friend smelled bad or that 
he had foam coming out of his 
mouth, he just knew he 
needed to be fed.  Reluctantly, 
I shared a spoonful of food 
with Samuel’s friend, Samuel 
clapped and shrieked in 
happiness. I was so ashamed 
and embarrassed at myself.  I 
was so concerned about the 
little boy’s appearance that I 
failed to empathize with his 
needs. Samuel didn’t have 
much but the little he had he 
was eager to share; I had so 
much to learn from him.  
 
I no longer say I’m going on a 
service trip, but a learning trip.  
I go back to these children so 
they teach me how to love 
unconditionally and how to be 
genuinely happy. They are our 
greatest teachers.
