• Over 900 Masses were offered. 

• 380 Baptisms, 459 First Holy Communions, and 189 Confirmations 
were celebrated, in addition to 77 Weddings and 54 Funerals.  
Our clergy made 163 hospital visits and home visits, in addition to an 
undetermined number of home and hospital visits made by our 
Ministers to the Sick. 

• Our Parish School of Religion (PSR), Life Teen and EDGE Middle 
School Programs served approximately 1200 with the help of 278 
volunteer teachers and assistants. 

• Adult Faith Formation’s ARISE program completed its third and final 
year, with over 1200 people participating in the small-group, faith-
sharing renewal program. 

• The Hispanic Evangelization ministry directed by Father Jaime hosted 
a number of retreats which continued to add more parishioners who 
formed additional small faith-sharing communities. This ministry also 
hosts a María Niña (The Virgin Mary as a Child) children’s 
catechetical program on Saturday mornings for an average of 300 
children. This is all served by volunteer catechists. 

• Our parish initiated a Stephen Ministry to provide emotional and 
spiritual support to people struggling with various crises in their lives. 

• Se ofrecieron más de 900 Misas. 

• 380 Bautismos, 459 Primeras Comuniones, y 189 Confirmaciones 
fueron celebrados, así como 77 Bodas y 54 Funerales. Nuestros 
sacerdotes hicieron 163 visitas a hospitales y personas enfermas, y 
nuestros Ministros de los Enfermos hicieron un sinfín de visitas a 
hospitales y casas. 

• Nuestra Escuela de Catecismo (PSR), junto a los programas para 
jóvenes (LifeTeen y Edge) sirvieron a 1200 niños y adolescentes con 
la ayuda de 278 catequistas voluntarios. 

• El programa LEVANTATE de la formación para adultos finalizó su 
tercer año con más de 1200 personas participando en este 
programa de renovación de la fe en pequeñas comunidades. 

• El ministerio Hispano de Evangelización, dirigido por el Padre Jaime, 
tuvo varios retiros y ayudó a que crezca el número de nuestras 
pequeñas comunidades de la fe. Este ministerio también dirige el 
programa María Niña, los sábados en la mañana, con un promedio 
de 300 niños y niñas en la comunidad hispana. Todos servidos por 
catequistas voluntarios. 

• Nuestra parroquia inició el Ministerio Stephen para proveer apoyo 
emocional y espiritual a las personas con crisis en sus vidas. 

• Over $111,200 was contributed to our parish’s St. Vincent de Paul 
Society to help the needy of our community with a wide range of food, 
housing, and other support services. 

• Second collections amounted to $100,750 benefitting designated 
Archdiocesan charities and our parish priests’ missionary 
communities of La Salette and the Nativity of Mary. 

• Our Kermesse Summer Festival in August, 2016 was another 
success and netted $75,000 after expenses. 

• We exceeded our 2016 Archbishop’s Annual Appeal Goal by 
$39,600, which was refunded to the parish and used for operating 
expenses and to reduce our parish debt to the Archdiocese. 

• Our Pro-Life Ministry and Knights of Columbus held a Baby Bottle 
Donations Campaign which raised $18,200. Half of the funds were 
used to purchase two ultrasound machines and sterilizing equipment 
for the Pregnancy Aid Clinic in Hapeville. A $5,000 donation was 
given to The Sheltering Grace Ministry, and the balance will be used 
by our Pro-Life Ministry to assist local pregnant women in need. 

• The Feed the Hungry Ministry continued its mission of providing a 
meal every weekend to 150-200 homeless men and women. In 
addition to the volunteers that go out and serve each week, there are 
countless others who prepare the food to be distributed. For 7 years 
this group of dedicated parish volunteers has been giving a helping 
hand to some of God’s neediest children. 



• The carpeting in our Parish School of Religion/Preschool 
classrooms and offices was replaced with new Vinyl Plank 
Flooring. 

• A new electronic Security Alarm System was installed. 

• Eight surveillance cameras were upgraded to HD and two license 
plate cameras were installed. 

• A new shed was built to house the parish’s maintenance and 
lawn equipment. 

• New metal railings were installed for the preschool playground 
and ball field. 

• A new 6-foot wide concrete walkway from the parking lot to the 
Community House was installed, with pole lighting and metal 
handrails. 

• El alfombrado de los salones de Catecismo y Preescolar fue 
reemplazado con nuevos pisos de vinil e imitación de madera. 

• Se instaló un nuevo sistema de alarma de seguridad. 

• Se construyó un bodega para guardar equipo de mantenimiento 
y jardinería de la parroquia.  

• Se instalaron nuevos barandales metálicos para el área de 
juegos del preescolar y la cancha de atrás. 

• Se instaló una nueva banqueta de 6 pies de ancho del 
estacionamiento a la Casa de la Comunidad, con postes de 
alumbrado y barandales metálicos. 

• Already done this past July and August! The Parish Offices 
and Adult Faith Building were refurbished with new carpeting, 
painting and furniture improvements after 35 years of use. 

• The Adult Faith building needs an overhaul to the air conditioning 
system as well as replacement of wooden windows that are 
rotting and have lost their energy efficiency. 

• Some parking lot areas in great need of resurfacing, re-striping 
and upgrades to the parking areas for people with disabilities to 
be done hopefully in the Summer of 2018. 

• The church’s aging septic tank and leaching field is requiring 
remediation in the future at a cost yet to be determined. 

• ¡Ya realizadas en julio y agosto de este año! Renovaciones 
en la Oficina Parroquial y el edificio de Formación de la Fe para 
Adultos con instalación de nuevas alfombras, pintura y muebles 
después de 35 años de uso. 

• El Edifico de Formación de la Fe para Adultos también necesita 
un nuevo sistema de aire acondicionado y el reemplazo de 
marcos de madera podridos en las ventanas que hacen que el 
edificio no sea de bajo consumo de energía. 

• Algunas áreas del estacionamiento necesitan ser renovadas.  En 
el verano del 2018 se planea reparar el área de estacionamiento 
para personas con discapacidad. 

• El sistema de tanque séptico actual está deteriorado, y requerirá 
arreglo en un futuro cercano a un costo que no ha sido 
determinado.
